-Medical calls:

BSI- gloves, suits as necessary, masks for airborne contaminants





a good resource is PD, a partner to respond with you





they are there to keep you safe





keep yourself between the patient and the door


-Driving to calls:
everyone wants to ride/drive in the BRT.  Most deaths occur in the truck.

Do not go to calls unless you are dispatched or have permission from the 




department you are volunteering yourself to assist.  Otherwise, if you get 




hurt, Priceville is not responsible, assisted department is not responsible, 




home renters/owners are insured (IF they have insurance themselves).

-For all scenes, crowd control is a must.  They usually are not trained, equipped, or competent enough to understand the scope of a scene.  Realize everyone has a cell phone and can post what they see on the internet.
